Read: Psalm 67 (Even Old Testament grounded in Blessing!)

Some Examples in Scripture:

- John 3 — Jesus and Nicodemus

- John 4 — Jesus and the Samaritan Woman

- Apostle Paul — Often Shared “then” and “now”

- Ethiopian Eunuch - (Acts 8) - Saw Truth / Baptized
- Acts 7 — Stephen and Old Testament tour to Christ

A small critique of the word “Story”

- Jesus'’ time, a story was used to get to the truth (not
always so now).

- May be used to avoid the truth

- Modernism / Post Modernism

Tell your story, not meant to -

- Gilorify you / Stop at you
- Alleviate your responsibility to ‘figure out how this all fits
together’

Story: Not a Tame Lion and some other phrases to critique

. List to other’s stories — The Holy Spirit is 1°' missionary
. Don’t expect fireworks.
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
